• Correctly secured Skull Caps/Riding Hats Nos. PAS015 2011, VG1, (BS) EN1384 2023, ASTM F1163 2015 and 2023, SNELL 

E2016 and E2021, AS/NZS 3838 2006, MUST be worn by riders at all times when mounted. Hats should have a plain cover, 

either Black, Navy Blue, Brown, Grey or Green. Velvet covers are encouraged. The B.S.P.S. encourages members to have their 

hats tagged through the B.S.P.S. scheme or via the Pony Club Scheme. Tagging indicates that the hat meets the accepted 

standards, no check of the fit or condition of the hat is implied. It is considered to be the responsibility of the members/guardians 

to ensure the hat complies with the current standards and is tagged before they compete. Members/guardians are responsible 

for ensuring the manufacturer’s guidelines with regard to fit and replacement are followed. Hat Tagging in B.S.P.S. classes is 

compulsory at BSPS Winter, Summer and Heritage Championship shows, Royal International Horse Show, London 

International Horse Show, Burghley Gold Cup and lead rein WSP final. (We are accepting British Eventing, British Riding 

Club and Pony Club tags) 

 

Judging:  

• Each Exhibitor shall abide by and accept as final the decision of the Judges, Referees, Chief Steward and Officials of the Show.

Rider rosette will qualify for the BSHA Young Rider of the Year at the National Championship Show in September   
 
The highest placed unqualified exhibit in each Open Affiliated class will qualify to compete in the BSHA Supreme of Year 
Final. The Finals will be held at the BSHA National Championship Show in September 2024. 
 
BSHA RIHS Amateur Qualifying Classes 
Classes 43-46 are qualifiers for the Amateur Championships at the Royal International Horse Show.  The highest placed 
unqualified horse in each section in each class in the Hack, Cob and Riding Horse classes will qualify for the RIHS Amateur 
final with the two highest placed unqualified horses qualifying in the Maxi Cob Class. 

The Amateur qualifying classes may be entered on a day ticket, but appropriate membership and horse registration 

must be applied for within 14 days of the qualifier in order to confirm qualification. 

 
SPORT HORSE BREEDING (GB) CLASSES 
All Hunter Classes will be judged under the 2024 Rules of the Sport Horse Breeding of Great Britain.  Classes 18-24 are 
qualifying events for the current year RIHS and only horses registered on the Show Hunter Register are eligible to enter. 
Registration numbers must be quoted on entry forms and owners and riders must be members of the Society. Competitors 
can compete on a day ticket a maximum of 2 Day Tickets per year. This entitles you to compete at a maximum of 2 
qualifying shows in the year. This registration covers owner and rider membership, together with the show hunter 
registration for the horse. 
 
The two highest placed horses in each class will qualify to enter at the RIHS. No horse lower than second in its Class will 
qualify. For amateur qualification see classes 50-51. A minimum first prize of £25.00 will be awarded in all Sport Horse GB
